MUSICLESSON 9-Toh Tah Ti Ti—LION AND THE MOUSE

*Mindfulness Exercise

Review of half note (toh-oh. Say it so that itis 2 counts long) Have children repeat ‘toh -oh’ while

stomping feet in rhythm to the note.

Next add the quarter note (tah-tah. Say it faster so that each ‘tah’ is 1 count long). Have children tap their
laps as they say ‘tah tah’ in rhythm to the note.

Finally, the eighth note (‘titititi’ Say it faster so that 2 titi’s =1 count.) Have children clap the ti ti’s.

Play a game mixing up the toh’s tah’s and ti ti’s so that the children understand that each movement
that correlates to the note is a different length. You can do this by having the children repeat or copy your

own rhythm you make up mixing the notes.
THELION AND THE MOUSE-SCORING STORIES!

Write out a halfnote and 2 quarter notes. Have the children read and present each rhythm with
the movements. (Stomping toh -oh and tapping laps ‘tah tah’) Explain to them that this rhythm
represents the LION in the story.

Underneath the Lion’s rhythm, write out 8 eighth notes. This rhythm will represent the MOUSE
in the story.

Read ‘The Lion and the Mouse,’ having the children do the rhythms when each character comes
up in the story. (See below for Lion and the Mouse story). After you can explain the moral of the

story and how the music can tell part of the story as well.

MUSICLESSON 10-INTRO TO BRASS INSTRUMENTS

“Mindfulness Practice - write out different rhythms in 4/4 time using your half note, quarter note and

eighth notes and have the children read and present rhythms together using their ‘toh, tah and ti ti’s
FAMILY OFINSTRUMENTS - BRASS!!

Trumpet, French Horn, Cornet, Trombone and Tuba. Some may be curious about the saxophone because
it looks like a brass instrument, however it is technically a woodwind because of the reed it uses and how

the instrument is played.
Show pictures and use the matching sounds to play each instrument.
Test the children by reversing order of presentation - play the sound and have them match the picture.

Play the Freeze dance playing a brass band song (I like ‘Rebirth Brass Band, Do Whatcha Want.’) Have

them pretend their playing one of the brass instruments of their choice.



Youcan also pretend to be in a marching band. Ask them which brass instruments they hear asyou

march around the classroom to marching band music.

MUSICLESSON 11 -WOODWINDS!

*Mindfulness Practice - Continue with your notes! This time write out a rhythm using toh tah and ti ti
and have the children either as a group or taking turns individually to read and play out the rhythm.

INTROTO WOODWIND INSTRUMENTS!
Show pictures of each of the following, playing each one so the children can hear what each instrument
sounds like (sound files available on website for download, see below for images you can printand

laminate to present)

Making woodwind instruments! You can easily have the children make a clarinet or flute by rolling up
construction paper (1 used light blue or grey for the flute and black or brown for a clarinet) then cutting
out small circles, paste these on for the buttons and making a little mouth piece for the fluterollingup a

smaller piece of construction paper with asmall hole cut out.

Using their instruments play ‘Rhapsody in Blues’ Clarinets play when they hear their instrument.

Flutes play if they hear flutes. Ask what other instruments they hear. (Piano and strings)...

Anotherideayoucan dois use ‘Peter and the Wolf' and have the children use their instruments when

they hear their instrument. Pretend the clarinet is the oboe in this case.

MUSICLESSON 13 -COMPOSERS - Featuring Wolfgang Amadeus Mozart

*Mindful Moment - Practice Toh, Tah and Ti Ti’s play a rhythm and have children listen and repeat.

Write a rhythm down using your half notes, quarter notes and eighth notes and have the children read

and clap them.

Read “Amadeus Mozart” by Ibi Lepscky (There are other kid friendly books about Mozart out there as
well! Head to the library!)

Talk about what a composer does, and how Mozart was special because he was a musical genius and
began composing at such a young age! See below for a print out of Mozart and some fun facts. Show
children sheet music and explain how Mozart was able to think of the musicin his head and write it down

in musical notation - just like the sheet music.

Listen to famous pieces by Mozart such as ‘Rondo Alla Turca,’ ‘Twinkle Little Star Variations,” Serenade
No13in G Major K 525 Eine Kleine Nachtmusik’ 1. Allegro, ‘ Piano Concerto No 21. In C Major K 467 Elvira
Madigan’ Do you recognize any of these pieces of music??

Have the children practice tracing and writing whole, half, quarter and eighth notes then have them

compose theirown set of rhythms!

See print out below for children to make their own book all about Mozart. Cut along the lines (be sure to
cut vertically to make a total of 4 pages —vertical cut out lines on print out not included) and then have

children draw their own pictures. Staple together to make a book!
